Travel arrangements:
Emmanuel Church is situated on the A2270 on the corner of Watts Lane and Upperton Road.  (www.emmanueleastbourne.org.uk)
The car park, entered on the right of the building has disabled spaces and there is street parking nearby too. Church entrances from the street and the car park. The hall, lobby, sanctuary and toilets are on the first floor - there is a lift.
By Train: The nearest train station is Eastbourne – there is a taxi rank by the station.
On Foot: The church is a 15-minute walk up hill from Eastbourne train station (about 3/4 mile).
Buses: There are bus stops opposite the station in Gildredge Road. Nos 51, 28, 54 - up Upperton Road, get off at Moatcroft Road just the before church, which will be across the road up on your right.
